Riverbank Park
Australia

This playground - installed on the banks of the Yass
River, which runs through the ancestral homeland of an
Aboriginal tribe - is designed to blend harmoniously into
its natural surroundings, showing respect for the spiritual
significance closely associated with the earth, landscape
and plant life in this place.

The playground rises above its backdrop of rocks, logs and
native plants with two tall and impressive round towers,
linked by a rope tunnel suspended six metres in the air.
Clad in slats and perforated panels and finished in neutral
colours, these towers have an instant wow factor, catching

the eye and inviting children to come and enjoy the fun
challenges and unique play experience they have to offer.

The first tower can be accessed via a gangway, allowing
children with limited mobility to take full advantage of the
space and its panoramic view over the surrounding park.
An enormous 15-metre-long tube slide offers a thrilling way
to get back down from the second tower. The slide also
features windows to make it less scary for little ones and
give everyone a chance to feel the connection between
the light above them, the earth beneath them, and the
sensation of movement as they glide down.

Since Robinia wood and Douglas fir are living materials, greying as a result of
exposure to UV rays and cracks, will alter the appearance of the product over time,
but this will not have any negative impact on its structural integrity.

We procure our materials from reliable and environmentally friendly sources to help
ensure sustainable forest management. All of our sustainable natural wood products
are available in PEFC-certified wood on request.

LAMINATED WOOD

Laminated wood is made up of layers of solid wood (often Fir or Scots pine) glued
together. It is a very strong material and ideal for posts that have to carry larger
loads.

Its qualities of resistance to dampness and pollution reduce the maintenance costs

of the structures and ensure their durability.

Durability is further enhanced thanks to:

« Autoclave treatment of the laminated wood that provides in-depth protection from
fungi, insects and termites.

» Asurface coating that makes the wood waterproof and protects it from UV radiation.

The timber is free of defects (knots or splits) because they are identified and removed
during the cutting work on the laminated strips. It is also free of splinters, which
eliminates the risk of injury and is pleasant to touch.

OUR GALVANISED STEEL
AND PAINTED GALVANISED STEEL POSTS

Our metal posts are made of 2.5mm thick galvanised steel to ensure the requirements
for robustness and safety of play structures are achieved.

The posts provide a guarantee of longevity under widely varying climatic conditions
thanks to the steel galvanisation process. The application of a polyester powder coating
that is resistant to UV radiation and temperature variations provides further protection.

Proludic has developed its own round or square posts, with a fluted aspect that acts
as an effective anti-graffiti screen. The two-toned grain finish reduces the appearance
of scratches and ensures the aesthetic integrity of the posts.

OUR RECYCLED PLASTIC POSTS

Our recycled plastic posts are produced using post-consumer waste, mainly recycled
food and drinks containers (polyethylene, aluminium).

This environmental impact reducing material is an inert and robust compound which
is hard-wearing, resistant to UV light and fluctuations in temperature, and able to
retain its shape over time. It is also rot-proof, making it a reliable option for outdoor
applications.

It doesn’t absorb things like paint or stains, so it is easy to clean (and resistant to
graffiti) - and can usually be cleaned with just water.

This material doesn’t require any treatment or regular repairs, which keeps maintenance
costs down. This material is made in France.

OUR HDPE PANELS

Our panels, which are 19 mm thick, are mostly if not completely (80% to 100%) made
up of recycled post-consumer and industrial production waste.

HDPE is known for its high tensile strength and resistance to temperature fluctuations
and chemicals, making it an ideal material for ensuring the durability and robustness
of assembilies.

Its UV and weather resistance make it especially well-suited for outdoor use, requiring
no special maintenance.

It is also completely recyclable. Our HDPE panels are made in Europe.

COMPACT COMPOSITE

Our compact composite panels are 13mm thick and they are made up of softwood
fibre (70%) and phenolic binder (30%). They show high levels of dimensional stability
over long periods.

The material is unaffected by exposure to major temperature variations, guaranteeing
the durability and solidity of the assembled elements. It is a versatile material that
is not affected by contact with damp or abrasion.

The coloured surfaces are obtained using pigmented resins that provide good
levels of resistance to ultraviolet radiation and aggressive cleaning products.

A range of colours has been specially developed by Proludic, enabling the company
to highlight the originality of the equipment and its play aspects.

The platforms are made from a textured and non-slip compact material (HPL),
12.5mm thick.

OUR STAINLESS STEEL TUBES

Stainless steel is a material with high mechanical strength.

Our stainless steel tubes stand up to graffiti, bad weather and urban pollution; they
require very little maintenance and are also resistant to even the most aggressive
solvents.
